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 After hearing about the discussions 
occurring in Moscow last summer regarding 
signs that use light emitting diodes (LEDs), 
members of the Pullman Planning 
Commission asked planning staff to report 
on how such signs are regulated in 
Pullman.  As staff was conducting its work 
in this regard, it determined that a change 
in the classification of these signs was in 
order.   
 A sign that uses light emitting diodes 
(LEDs) or similar light sources with high 
switching rates displays stationary or 
moving images closely resembling those 
exhibited on modern television screens.  
Previously, the planning department had 
designated this type of sign as a “changing 
message center sign” on which different 
automatic changing messages are shown on 
the same lampbank.  Following a thorough 
review of the matter, the department 
recently determined that an LED sign is 
more appropriately classified as an 
“animated sign,” which is defined as any 
display that includes action or motion 

(including flashing or 
oscillating activity) or the 
illusion of action or motion, 
or color changes of all or any 
part of the sign facing.  Given 
this new interpretation, any 
sign that uses LEDs or 
similar light sources with 
high switching rates to 
provide moving images is 
classified as an “animated 
sign.” 
 

 Currently, under Zoning Code Section 
17.50.060, animated signs (except for 
traditional barber poles, clock faces, and 
theater signs) are prohibited in Pullman.  
Therefore, no new LED signs will be 
allowed in the city so long as current 
regulations remain in effect.    

 Approximately three LED signs have 
been permitted by the city under the 
previous interpretation of the sign 
regulations.  These displays are now 
designated as nonconforming signs.  As 
such, they may continue to be used 
indefinitely, but they cannot be 
structurally altered without being brought 
into compliance with the sign 
requirements in effect at the time of 
alteration, and they cannot be changed in 
any manner that increases their non-
compliance with the sign provisions.      
 At its meeting on January 23, the 
Planning Commission conducted a 
discussion on this topic.  During their 
conversation, Commission members 
expressed interest in revisiting the 
applicable sign regulations in the near 
future to ensure that they are in keeping 
with the needs of business owners and the 
overall community.  Planning staff 
suggested that this review of the sign code 
occur when implementation measures are 
considered following the city’s next major 
Comprehensive Plan revision.

PLANNING STAFF MAKES 
NEW RULING ON LED SIGNS 
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UPCOMING MEETINGS ADDRESS HISTORIC PRESERVATION 

 Two public meetings related to historic 
preservation will be held in the next few months.  
Both of these sessions will further the city’s 
objective to educate community members about 
historic resources and the means available to 
protect them. 

 On February 4, the Pullman League of Women 
Voters will sponsor a panel discussion from 7:00 to 
9:00 p.m. in the Hecht Meeting Room at Neill 
Public Library.  According to the League’s news 
release, the discussion will offer area residents the 
opportunity to explore the procedures and 
anticipated economic and cultural outcomes of 
Pullman’s recently instituted historic preservation 
program.  Planning staff and members of the city’s 

Historic Preservation Commission will serve on the 
panel.  These officials will provide basic 
information about the city’s preservation program 
and respond to audience questions. 

 The other session, organized by the Historic 
Preservation Commission, is set for the evening of 
April 18.  It will also be conducted in the Hecht 
Meeting Room.  This forum is being designed to 
address historic preservation from a wider 
perspective, as a representative from the 
Washington Trust for Historic Preservation will join 
planning staff and Commission members in an 
informal discussion of the subject.  Keep watching 
this newsletter for more information on this April 
forum as the date draws nearer. 

 

ZONING MAP AVAILABLE FOR VIEWING ON CITY WEBSITE 

From time to time, citizens inquire with planning staff regarding the zoning of a particular 
parcel(s) of land.  Also, members of the real estate development community are frequently in 
need of zoning information.  Whenever possible, planning staff facilitates the placement of 
an up-to-date zoning map on the city’s website for the convenience of the public.  
(Occasionally, there can be some delays in posting this map on the website due to the 
department’s heavy workload and/or the frequency of map changes approved by the city.)   
 
Recently, planning staff arranged to place a current version of the zoning map on the 
planning department page of the city’s website (see link below).  The reference to the zoning 
map is displayed as a link about halfway down that page.  The zoning map itself is in 
Portable Document Format (pdf), and the viewer can use the “Zoom In” feature to ascertain 
the zoning designation for a specific property.  If desired, the map can also be printed in 
whole or in part.  As always, your comments on the use of this and other elements of the 
city’s website are welcome.
